20s and early 30s.”

He also said that there are
a number of different sur-
geries on breast cancer,
with the latest being a
robotic surgery, which is
effective  especially for
reconstruction.

“At a younger age saving

the  breast  becomes
extremely important, It is
also an option for many
women with early-stage
breast cancers. This proce-
dure involves taking away
only a part of the breast tis-
sue instead of removing the
entire breast. It is well
known that the long-term
result of breast conserva-
tion is similar to mastecto-
my (removal of breast),”
said Dr Nayak.

India is becoming home to
the largest population of
young women with breast
cancers due to the westerni-
sation of our living habits,
pointed out Prof. Dr
Somashekhar S.B,
Chairman & HOD Surgical
Oncology at  Manipal

Hospitals. “This is an era of
minimum effective treat-
ment with organ preserva-
tion surgery protocol with
sentinel node study for best
cosmetics and quality of
life,” he said.

Experts say that an
increase in awareness that
can lead to early detection
and increase in survival
rate is an acute necessity.
The key to cancer preven-
tion is a healthy lifestyle
which includes diet, exer-
cise, avoiding tobacco, etc.

“A vearly health check up
would help in identifying
cancers in time. Also, an
awareness of self to identi-
fy anything new and unusu-
al development in the body
is important”, they added.
